Resolution Authorizing County Trunk Highway Jurisdictional Revisions on CTH G (Fernando Drive)
and W. Main Avenue, in the Village of Ashwaubenon, Brown County.

Public Works Engineer Paul Fontecchio provided photos (attached) and informed that this request
came from the landowners along Fernando Drive, there were a lot of residential landowners along
Fernando whereas Main Street was more industrial/commercial. Main was a four-lane concrete
road, Fernando Drive was a two-lane asphalt road, from a functionality point of view, it made a lot of
sense. They did just resurface Fernando Drive a couple years ago so it had brand new asphalt and
Main Street was in fairly poor shape in terms of the concrete conditions. As part of the jurisdiction
transfer they worked out a 75 Ashwaubenon/25 Brown County cost share.

Erickson stated that this came forward a few years ago where Ashwaubenon wanted the County to
take the stretch of Main Street over but at that time they had different people in different positions
and the county didn’t want to take over a concrete structure. If they were to redo this, would they
anticipate doing it in concrete? Fontecchio responded, probably. As the urban areas expand and
higher percentages of trucks they would see concrete, which was o0.k. They were looking at adding
some concrete pavement repair program in the future which would avoid a full reconstruct in the
future.

Resolution Authorizing County Trunk Highway Jurisdictional Revisions on STH 96, CTH MW, and
CTH D, in the Village of Wrightstown, Brown County.

Map provided (attached). Fontecchio informed that this would be a new county highway to the
system and was associated with the STH 96 bridge project. The bridge would be located south of the
old bridge, it expanded over ZZ. To connect CTH ZZ to STH 96 typically you want a county highway to
make that connection, they were proposing that this be CTH MW. This would all be brand new
reconstructed as part of the DOT project at no cost to the county. They worked with Wrightstown
on the naming of it after two early pioneers of southern Brown County (Carl G. Mueller and Hoel S.
Wright), Mueller Wright (MW).

Fontecchio informed that the county created a resolution and the local municipality had to do one as
well and it all gets forwarded to the state for final approval. They all work together.

Motion made by Supervisor Dantinne, seconded by Supervisor Kaster to approve.
Vote taken. MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

Resolution Authorizing County Trunk Highway Jurisdictional Revisions on CTH EA and S. Huron
Road, in the Village of Bellevue, Brown County.

Fontecchio informed that they had talked about this numerous times with the committee. Brown
County had built this section last year, which were the last pieces of EA. This went from JI to Willow
Road. They had been selected through the MPO for STP urban money to do the last piece from
Willow Road down to 29. That will get EA connected to 29 finally.

Motion made by Supervisor Kaster, seconded by Supervisor Landwehr to approve.
Vote taken. MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

Update on signs and other possible remedies with regard to the end of the four roads intersecting
with County Hwy 2Z, Referred back from September PD&T.

Fontecchio provided pictures (attached). He stated if the committee wanted to, they could
approach the town to put in a slippery road sign at the top of the crest of each hill. He considered it
a short term solution. They applied for STP rural money through the DOT and they received design
money, approximately $600,000, for the project to move ZZ away from the river. In the next go
around they will apply for the construction dollars and that was the real solution. Structurally he
wouldn’t recommend putting anything down as it would be another object to hit as they went into
the river.

Motion made by Supervisor Sieber, seconded by Supervisor Landwehr to receive and place on file.
Vote taken. MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

Discussion regarding inventory of existing space, cost of moving, as well as comparable properties
on the market for the housing of the Brown County Health Department. Referred back from Sept
PD&T.

Referring to the handouts in the agenda packet, Zima felt this report was o.k. for what it was but felt
it was incomplete compared to what they had talked about at a previous meeting. They were
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interested in having some savings by possibly purchasing to own rather than paying rent, especially
in this low interest rate market. Those comparisons weren’t part of the report provided. They had to
do a complete comparison for what it would cost to buy the current building, plus estimates of what
it would cost to bring it up to code to keep for the long term.

With regard to the financial calculations, Van Noie stated it would be $400,000 for the building,
$150,000 to fix the problems with the building. In one case those costs were for fixing the building
up and the other case was for relocation and some remodeling. Zima stated originally they had
talked about relocation being $50,000. Oudeans stated the cost for fiber optics to go to the Mason
Street from Green Bay Public Works was the major portion. It was about $50,000 to move and do
remodeling for the lab and whatever they had to do on the inside.

Zima reiterated that he would like to see a more in-depth report. The costs to buy, what was the
condition of all things, estimates on when things needed to be done and best estimate to bring it all
to code in the condition that would be equal to what Brown County was accustomed to and spell it
out. He thought there would have been a professional inspection report. Was this an investment
that they wanted to make compared to what else was on the market? He wanted to see costs that
weren’t included on the report, the cost of utilities. The lease of the other place, the utilities and
maintenance was included. Parking costs weren't included in the report. He felt cost would be a
good negotiating price. If they owned the property, there was rental income that could be received.
He wanted a report that analyzed the new lease price as is, the lease cost if they decided to lease
the other building, and the cost if they bought, renovate and amortize over 10, 15 20 years,
compared to the other building that seemed to meet all their requirements as well as potential rent
they could be receiving from the other tenants. He wanted the costs on a monthly basis.

Motion made by Supervisor Kaster, seconded by Supervisor Dantinne to hold for one month for
more of a complete report. Vote taken. MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

N. Dantinne turned the public hearing over to L. Conard.

L. Conard opened the public hearing for Major Amendment #1 to the 2074-2018
Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) for the Green Bay Urbanized Area.

Because the amendment is considered major amendment, a 15-day public review and
comment period and a public hearing are required. L. Conard provided the amendment
detail as follows:

L. Conard stated that the Brown County Planning Commission Board of Directors
Transportation Subcommittee met to discuss the distribution of STP-Urban funds and to
develop a recommended program of projects.

L. Conard detailed the recommendation as shown below:

L. Conard stated that comments received during the public participation process would be
forwarded to the Brown County Planning Commission for its consideration.

L. Conard stated that the projects approved for STP-Urban funds will constitute Major
Amendment #1 to the 2014-2018 Transportation Improvement Program for the Green Bay
Urbanized Area.

L. Conard asked three times if anyone wished to speak. Hearing no requests to speak,
the public hearing was closed. L. Conard informed the commission that the requirements
for public participation have been fulfilled.

Discussion and action on Major Amendment #1 to the 2014-2018 Transportation
Improvement Program for the Green Bay Urbanized Area.

A. Gauthier stated that the use of “Cottage Road” to describe South Huron Road is
incorrect.

C. Runge stated that “Cottage Road” was included on the application submitted by the
Brown County Public Works Department staff and that a correction can be made.

K. Pabich asked if the Village of Ashwaubenon was aware that the recommended funding
level for the Cormier Road project reached 70.4%.

L. Conard stated yes. It is not uncommon for a project to be funded between the allowable
amounts of 50-80%.

N. Dantinne asked who would be responsible for the 20% on the Cottage Road (S. Huron
Road) project.

L. Conard stated that Brown County and the Village of Bellevue would each pay 10%.

The planning commission opened the floor to allow interested parties to speak.

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Gary Tanck, 1400 North Baird Street #93, Green Bay, stated that he would like to see the
City of Green Bay make improvements to area sidewalks and crosswalks, and to paint
crosswalks in a timely manner when the lines fade. G. Tanck suggested that some of the
money available be used to do this. G. Tanck asked how a citizen would go about making
this happen.

L. Conard stated that a possible first step would be to contact your alderperson and
provide detailed information about what you would like to see improved. The alderperson,
at their discretion, may forward the information to the city’s Improvements and Services
Committee.

The planning commission closed the floor.
P. Blindauer asked if there were standards for bus replacement.

L. Conard stated there are standards. A bus is considered at the end of its useful life
when it reaches 10-12 years of age and 500,000 miles. Green Bay Metro has a fleet of 35
buses. Sixteen of them are beyond their useful life. In addition, Metro had 18 40’ buses in
its fleet not too long ago. Metro is down to one (built in 1995), and the one is expected to
fail in the near future. The operations staff does not have the flexibility within the fleet to
assign the appropriate piece of equipment to every route. It is not uncommon to have
several standing-only loads during peak passenger times.

P. Blindauer asked about a bus purchasing schedule.

L. Conard stated that ideally a system the size of Metro would receive about four new
buses every other year. Unfortunately, that has not been the case. Buses are purchased
when funding is available. Federal funding for capital items (equipment) is very limited.
Metro does not anticipate receiving funding for buses in the near future. This is a big
concern for the system.

S. VandenAvond asked about the Years in TIP criterion.
L. Conard stated projects receive one point for each year in the TIP (maximum of 5).
S. VandenAvond asked staff to explain “funding availability.”

L. Conard stated “funding availability,” or the allocation of STP-Urban funds based on an
entity’s percent of functionally classified roadways within the urbanized area, is one of
eight criteria included in prioritization process. WisDOT provides the MPO with a list of the
percent of the functionally classified road miles (collector and above) under each
jurisdiction. The City of Green Bay has approximately 35% of the system’s miles under its
jurisdiction. Brown County has about 40% of the system’s miles, and the balance is
shared among the other urbanized area jurisdictions.

Applying “funding availability” assures that one jurisdiction does not receive a significantly
disproportionate amount of funding relative to their share of system mileage.

J. Botz asked why the Manitowoc Road and Bay Settiement Road projects were not part
of the recommendation since they ranked higher than other projects recommended for
funding.
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L. Conard stated that Manitowoc Road was not recommended for funding because the
Village of Bellevue has a negative balance (it has used more funds in the past than it has
“banked”). The same is true for Bay Settlement Road in the Town of Scott.

The joint project between the county and the Village of Bellevue is included in the
recommended project list because one of the sponsors has a significant positive
“balance.”

L. Conard noted the Village of Allouez is not represented on the recommended project list.
This is due to the fact that a very significant project in the village, Greene Avenue, was
approved for funding during the last funding cycle. It may take one or two cycles for the
village to return to a positive balance.

D. Juengst asked about the Mobility Manger project that is not recommended for funding.

L. Conard outlined the merits of the program. L. Conard stated that the project did not
rank high based on the scoring criteria approved by the planning commission.

L. Conard noted that the federal program (Federal Section 5316) that previously covered
80% of the costs of the Mobility Manager has been eliminated. MPO staff had several
discussions with WisDOT staff on possible alternative funding programs, including use of
the state’s partner program (WETAP), without luck.

L. Conard suggested that although the project has proven to be a good one, it is not a
good fit for the STP-Urban program.

L. Conard reminded the planning commission that it has the authority to fund a project not
recommended by the Transportation Subcommittee.

S. Grenier stated that he serves on the Transportation Subcommittee with senior staff from
the jurisdictions with projects on the recommended list. ~The members of the
Transportation Subcommittee agreed unanimously with the recommendations as
presented.

N. Dantinne asked who is responsible for the 20% match for the buses.

L. Conard stated that the City of Green Bay has a reserve account that is used to cover
the 20% match. Over time, the participating entities (Green Bay, De Pere, Allouez,
Ashwaubenon, and Bellevue) are billed for depreciation of capital assets. Therefore, all of
the entities that participate in the transit system contribute to the 20% match.

A motion was made by K. Pabich, seconded by J. Ward, to approve Major Amendment #1
to the 2014-2018 Transportation Improvement Program for the Green Bay Urbanized
Area. Motion carried.

Discussion and action concerning the MPO Public Participation Process Update.

C. Runge stated that the document is reviewed annually. A public comment period was
held and no comments were received. Minor changes have been made to reflect the new
federal transportation law, MAP-21.

S. VandenAvond asked about performance goals identified in the plan.
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C. Runge stated that for example, a phone survey might have a target of 90% responses,
although ideally a 100% response rate would be preferred. The MPO’s public involvement
efforts vary from project to project, and the techniques that are used depend on the plan or
project that is being completed.

C. Runge stated that when planning staff conducts a survey or study regarding a specific
bus route, it would not be uncommon for staff to ride the bus and interview passengers
using the service.

The planning commission opened the floor to allow interested parties to speak.

Gary Tanck, 1400 North Baird Street #93, Green Bay, suggested that MPO staff engage
people who may have an interest in the subject matter and invite them to participate in
surveys or other discussions. An invitation of the website could be posted.

The planning commission closed the floor.
Discussion occurred on public involvement and the use of social media.

C. Runge stated that he studied the use of Facebook and other social media used by other
MPOs, state Departments of Transportation (DOTs), and the Federal Highway
Administration (FHWA). He stated that it does not appear to be very effective for large-
scale planning studies, but specific projects appear to engage more people.

D. Robinson asked planning staff if they could bundle public hearings to generate more
public interest.

C. Runge stated that staff tries to do this when possible, but it is difficult because plans
and studies typically have different completion deadlines throughout the year. Plans and
studies are also often subject to a 15-, 30-, or 45-day public review period, and it is often
not possible to hold more than one or two hearings at a single meeting.

B. Mcintyre stated that the Village of Howard just completed its budget process for 2014.
There was very little interest from the public. B. Mclintyre stated that low interest can be
tied to the fact that it was not a controversial budget.

S. VandenAvond stated that this is a very important document and applauds the search for
new methods to engage people.

P. Blindauer stated that the Chamber of Commerce Chamber of Commerce sends out a
newsletter entitled Public Policy News Briefing and it is effective.

D. Juengst asked about the nine assurances that appear on the accompanying resolution.

C. Runge stated that WisDOT requires the nine assurances to appear on resolutions for
major documents.

C. Runge stated he has talked to WisDOT about further defining the assurances and
WisDOT plans to work with all of the state’s MPOs do so in the near future.

C. Runge stated that the Transportation Subcommittee recommends approval of the
document.
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A motion was made by K. Pabich, seconded by J. Ward, to approve the MPO Public
Participation Process Update. Motion carried.

Discussion and action on the Draft Congestion Management Process (CMP) for the Green
Bay Metropolitan Planning Area.

According to federal law (23 USC 134 and 49 USC 5303), urbanized areas that have
populations of 200,000 or more must have Congestion Management Processes (CMPs) that
provide information about transportation system performance, offer strategies for alleviating
traffic congestion, and identify methods of enhancing the mobility of people and goods. The
CMP is to be developed and implemented as an integrated part of the metropolitan
transportation planning process, and it is intended to support the use of appropriate demand
management, operations, and other strategies to meet transportation needs. The
multimodal performance measures and strategies developed by the CMP are to be reflected
in the MPO'’s Long-Range Transportation Plan and Transportation Improvement Program.

Because the Green Bay Urbanized Area’s population exceeded 200,000 following the
release of the 2010 US Census data, a CMP was developed that addresses congestion on
the major transportation facilities within the MPO’s Metropolitan Planning Area.

C. Runge stated that staff intends to continue to coliect data for the CMP’s performance
measures in 2014.

C. Runge stated that during the CMP’s public review period, staff received requests to add
the I-43/Manitowoc Road and STH 172/CTH GV interchanges to the CMP’s existing
congestion chart and map. C. Runge recommended that these interchanges be added to
the CMP when it is approved.

C. Runge stated that the Transportation Subcommittee recommends approval of the
document.

A motion was made by K. Pabich, seconded by S. Grenier, to approve Congestion
Management Process (CMP) for the Green Bay Metropolitan Planning Area. Motion
carried.

Overview of the 2013 Coordinated Public Transit-Human Services Transportation Plan for
Brown County, Wisconsin.

L. Conard stated that a two-page summary of the plan was included in the packet for the
meeting.

L. Conard stated that Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21% Century (MAP-21), the current
federal transportation law, requires the creation of a “locally developed coordinated public
transit-human services transportation plan.”

In cooperation with the Wisconsin Department of Transportation, the Brown County
Planning Commission (BCPC) staff is responsible for this requirement in Brown County.

L. Conard noted that the plan requires the following elements:
1. Complete an Inventory of Transportation Services in the county that
serve seniors, persons with disabilities, and low income individuals
(target population).
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2. Facilitate a County Meeting which includes representatives from public,
private, and nonprofit transportation and human service providers, as
well as participation from the public.

3. Develop an Action Plan.

4. Review and approve a Program of Projects.

L. Conard suggested that the Action Plan component is significant in that it recognizes
gaps and concerns with transportation services, identifies possible solutions, identifies the
responsible parties, and identifies roadblocks to implementation.

P. Brewer asked if residents of Wrightstown are included.

L. Conard stated yes. A very limited amount of transportation services are available to
rural residents. The plan identifies that there is a lack of rural transportation services in
Brown County.

P. Brewer stated that rural seniors need transportation to the Green Bay area for medical
appointments, and taxi services are expensive.

L. Conard stated that seniors on Medicaid and BadgerCare Plus may be eligible for
subsidized transportation (through the Wisconsin Department of Health Services). L.
Conard suggested that those individuals contact the Aging and Disability Resource Center
of Brown County for information about the state’s program.

D. Juengst asked who works on implementing action plan items.

L. Conard stated that the action plan item has a corresponding “responsible party or
parties.” MPO staff shares this information with affected agencies, organizations, and
departments.

L. Conard stated that this plan is unique in that it does not go to any commission,
committee, or government body for approval.

The plan is not an official planning commission plan. It is a plan developed by the county
meeting participants. MPQ staff facilitates the meeting, and attendees suggest items to
include in the plan. MPO staff takes the suggestions back to the office and writes the plan
and submits it to the meeting participants for review.

L. Conard stated that the completed plan was submitted to WisDOT staff. WisDOT staff
reviews the plan and determines if the federally required plan process was followed and
required elements were included in the plan. WisDOT staff concluded that the plan did
meet the requirement and notified the Federal Transit Administration (FTA). This will allow
federal Section 5310 funds (for 2014 and 2015) to flow into Brown County.

D. Juengst noted that the expansion of the mobility manager function is included in the
plan.

L. Conard stated it is. Since the federal program that previously provided funding for
mobility management program no longer exists, the next best possible federal funding
option may be the federal Section 5307 (transit operating assistance) program. However,
Green Bay Metro is the designated recipient of Section 5307 funds in the urbanized area.
It is unlikely that the Green Bay Transit Commission would be willing to fund the mobility
manager function in Brown County because Section 5307 funds have been gradually
declining for a number of years.
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D. Juengst stated that the mobility manager function is essentially a human service
function.

L. Conard stated a similar program exists in the Fox Valley and is called “Making the Ride
Happen.” It offers transportation advice and assistance to those in need. A portion of the
program is funded privately. It is a very effective program.

D. Robinson asked if the Action Plan items are prioritized.
L. Conard stated that they are not.

D. Robinson stated that “continue to study the possibility of creating a Regional
Transportation Authority (RTA) in the Green Bay area, Brown County, or region” is
included as an Action Plan item.

C. Runge stated that this concept has been discussed in the past as a method of
maintaining Green Bay Metro’'s viability and the viability of other transit systems
throughout the state. It was identified by the county meeting participants during the county
meeting, so it is included in the Action Plan. )

D. Robinson asked if MPO staff is pursuing this.
C. Runge stated that MPO staff is not.

D. Robinson. asked staff to confirm that the State of Wisconsin must pass enabling
legislation before an RTA may be formed.

C. Runge stated that this is correct.

L. Conard noted that a Wisconsin State Senator has proposed enabling legislation for a
Fox Cities Regional Transit Authority. A hearing is scheduled in Madison for December
19.

Amended agreement between the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources and
Brown County Planning Commission increasing the Water Quality Management grant.

P. Schleinz stated that in November, the WDNR awarded the BCPC an additional $7,000
in grant funds for 2013, increasing the grant total to $47,000. The additional $7,000 would
reduce environmental and water quality-related expenses if accepted by the BCPC Board
of Directors.

A motion was made by J. Botz, seconded by R. DeGrand, to amend the agreement
between the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources and Brown County Planning
Commission to increase the Water Quality Management grant amount. Motion carried.

Update regarding southern bridge.

C. Runge stated the bridge proposed by Brown County Public Works staff at a recent
meeting has been withdrawn.

Director’s report.

C. Lamine reported that Mr. Todd Mead has been hired to fill the Planner | - Housing
position.

C. Lamine stated Brown County will be hosting a one-day workshop relating to the
development of the Brown County Research and Business Park. Staff from the
Association of University Research Parks will offer their experience and advice on the
management, finance, and marketing of the park.

The Cardinal Capital Veterans Housing Project continues to proceed. Half of the housing
credits were awarded in 2013, and it is anticipated that the remaining credits will be
approved in 2014. Construction is scheduled to begin in the summer of 2014 with an
anticipated opening in 2015.

C. Lamine stated that the proposed 2014 department budget was adopted by the Brown
County Board of Supervisors without changes. C. Lamine thanked the planning
commission for its support.

M. Tumpach suggested that C. Lamine attend a neighborhood association meeting
(possibly a joint meeting of the Lake Largo and Schmitt Park associations) to discuss the
progress of the Brown County Research and Business Park. C. Lamine agreed to do so.

C. Lamine stated that the January meeting of the BCPC Board of Directors will likely be
cancelled.

Other matters.

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Recycling Storage Capacity and Compactor Analysis - Request for Approval

Sloan Vazquez LLC, the consultants for the Tri-County Recycling Facility,

prepared an analysis for the department’s tipping floor storage capacity. For a few
years, staff has had concerns about the storage capacity, specialized high reach
front-end loader, number of service doors, etc. Sometimes the floor is so full that
doors are damaged, issues with the front loader and trucks that are waiting to
dump with the limited amount of doors available. The analysis determined that
there is ample storage capacity and that the problem lies with hauling and
processing at the Tri-County Recycling Facility. Staff looked into compacting the
loads and it looked very favorable. Sloan Vazquez looked at this and determined
there would be a 3.9 year payback (savings of about $70,000 per year). Staff is
asking to hire an engineering firm to put together the specifics, installation and any
building modifications necessary. The intent is to save money and resolve multiple
issues.

Transportation of recyclables from Brown County to the Tri-County Recycling
Facility is a cost covered by all three counties. Brown County has proposed
paying for the installation with the Tri-County Recycling Facility repaying Brown
County once sufficient retained earnings are accumulated after the current
expansion is completed.

A motion was made to hire a consultant to evaluate and design the
compactor installation for the Recycling Transfer Station was made by Mike
Van Lanen and seconded by John Katers. Unanimously approved.

Solid Waste & Recycling Transfer Station Hauling Contract— Request for Approval

In August, the department received notice from Badgerland Express (current
hauler) that they filed for bankruptcy. At that time staff met with Badgerland to
determine short and long term contingencies. Short term contingency plans were
put in place with Kreilkamp Trucking, Great American Disposal and Edler Brothers
providing supplemental hauling of garbage. Long term contingency plans included
preparing a Request for Quotes (RFQ) for a new hauler. The RFQ was issued and
posted. In September, the department was prepared to award when a letter from
the US Eastern Bankruptcy Court was received issuing an automatic stay. Brown
County then filed a motion for relief of the automatic stay because Badgerland was
not meeting the service needs of the contract. Only 50%-55% of the refuse is
currently being hauled by Badgerland, with the remaining needs being met by
short term contingency contractors. Badgerland was also behind on maintenance
and repairs.

In November, Brown County received relief from the stay. The Bankruptcy Court
recognized that the department should not be held to the contract and the

department should be let out from underneath it , but only as related to the Solid
Waste Transfer Station. At the Recycling Transfer Station, Badgerland continues
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to meet the needs of Brown County. The department is asking for approval to
issue a contract for Solid Waste Transfer Station Hauling effective February 1,
2014. Great American Disposal was the lowest cost competent service provider
and has passed the financial analysis. The current contract for Recycling Transfer
Station Hauling expires June 29, 2014. The contract for recycling hauling with
GAD will be effective June 30, 2014.

A motion to approve the Solid Waste & Recycling Transfer Station Hauling
Contract for five (5) years with Great American Disposal was made by Norb
Dantinne and seconded by Mike Van Lanen. Unanimously approved.

Fox River Fiber Sludge Hauling Contract — Request for Approval

Currently the department uses E & G Trucking for hauling of Fox River Fiber
secondary sludge to the BOW Landfill to be used as alternative daily cover. The
existing contract has reached its term. A new Request For Quotes (RFQ) was
released and included a financial analysis similar to the recycling and solid waste
hauling contract. As part of the Tri-County agreement, the department’s
responsibility is to procure the hauling. The department would like to execute a
new the contract with the lowest competent service provider E & G Trucking. E &
G Trucking has also passed the financial analysis.

A motion to approve Sludge Hauling Contract for a period of five (5) years
with E & G Trucking for was made by John Katers and seconded by John
Kennedy. Unanimously approved.

HHW Grants — Update
Brown County received $7,500 for Ag Grant (50% can be transferred to the HHW

The survey sent to these communities
asked for information on costs, how the programs operate and the results they get
from the drop-off collections.

Recycling commodity prices are down for the 3" Quarter 2013 Single Stream
Recycling Activity. Commaodity pricing is 20% less than 2012 but the tonnages are

up.

This Brown County Professional Services Contract (“Contract”) is made and entered into on this 27th day of January, 2014
by and between Wise Women Gathering Place Inc. ( the "CONTRACTOR"), and Brown County, a body corporate organized
under the Laws of Wisconsin ( the "COUNTY") (Collectively referred to as the “parties” or in the singular as the “party”).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the COUNTY, a governmental entity organized and existing as a body corporate pursuant to Wis. Stat. § 59.01, is
in the business of providing certain governmental services to the COUNTY and its citizens; and

WHEREAS, the CONTRACTOR, a 501(c)(3) non-profit organization, with a key objective of sharing knowledge has made
express and implied representations to the COUNTY of being capable, experienced and qualified to provide a team of
independent history researchers to personally perform those services as are required in fulfilling all obligations under the terms
and conditions of this Contract; and

WHEREAS, it is the intention of the parties to this Agreement that all activities described herein shall be for their mutual
benefit; and

WHEREAS, relying upon the CONTRACTOR'S above-referenced express and implied representations, the COUNTY now
desires to engage and the CONTRACTOR now desires to be engaged as an independent contractor and not as an
employee of the COUNTY to perform said services, all in accordance with the terms and conditions of this Contract; and

B. The COUNTY and the public shall have the right to use all reports, studies, analyses, memoranda and
related data and material developed during the performance of this Contract for any purpose without any
further compensation to the CONTRACTOR.

5. TIME OF PERFORMANCE:
The services to be performed under this Contract are to be undertaken and completed in such sequence as to
assure expeditious completion in light of the purpose of this Contract, but in any event all of the services required
hereunder shall be completed in a timely fashion and as indicated on the top of Page 1 of this Contract under "Time
of Performance,"” which is the termination date of this Contract. In addition to all other remedies available to the
COUNTY, should the Contract not be completed by the date specified herein, the CONTRACTOR, at the COUNTY’S
discretion, shall continue to be obligated thereafter to fulfil CONTRACTOR'S responsibility to complete the services
and to execute any amendments to this Contract as deemed necessary by the COUNTY.

No provision of this Contract may be waived, unless the waiver is made in writing and is signed by a duly
authorized representative of each party. One or more waivers by any party of any term of this Contract will not be
construed as a waiver of a subsequent breach of the same or any other term hereof. The consent or approval given
by any party with respect to any act by the other party requiring such consent or approval shall not be deemed to
waive the need for further consent or approval of any subsequent act by such party.

14. PERSONNEL:
A. The CONTRACTOR represents that it has or will secure, at its own expense, all personnel required in
performing the services under this Contract. Such personnel shall under no circumstances be deemed
employees of or have any contractual relationship with the COUNTY.

B. All of the services required hereunder will be performed by the CONTRACTOR or under its supervision and all

personnel engaged in the work shall be fully qualified and shall be authorized or permitted under state and
local law to perform such services.
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15. ASSIGNMENT:
The CONTRACTOR shall not assign or transfer this Contract and shall not transfer any interest in it without the
prior written consent of the COUNTY. Claims for money due or to become due to the CONTRACTOR from the
COUNTY under this Contract may be assigned to a bank, trust company or other financial institution without
COUNTY approval; however, notices, as provided for in Section 25 of this Contract, of any such assignment or
transfer shall be furnished promptly to the COUNTY.

16. RECORDS:
A. Establishment and Maintenance of Records - Records shall be maintained by the CONTRACTOR with

respect to all matters covered by this Contract. The records shall be maintained for a period of three (3) years
after receipt of final payment under this Contract, except as otherwise authorized or required by law.
CONTRACTOR will notify COUNTY prior to destroying document(s) and offer the right of refusal.

B. Documentation of Cost - All costs of the CONTRACTOR shall be supported by properly executed payrolls,
time records, invoices, contracts or vouchers, or other official documentation evidencing in proper detail the
nature and propriety of other accounting documents pertaining in whole or in part to this Contract, shall be
clearly identified, readily accessible and shall be retained in accordance with the laws of the State of
Wisconsin.

17. AUDITS AND INSPECTIONS:
In the event that the COUNTY deems it necessary to conduct an audit or inspection, the CONTRACTOR shall,
during normal business hours, furnish or make available at a time designated by the COUNTY and in the form
required by the COUNTY, information, records and reports regarding powers, duties, activities, organization,
property, financial transactions, method of operation, or any and all other records, reports or information in the
CONTRACTOR'S custody or control as deemed pertinent by the COUNTY to this Contract.

The CONTRACTOR shall provide to the COUNTY'’S inspectors or auditors access to all property, equipment and
facilities in the CONTRACTOR'S custody or control as the inspectors or auditors deem related to the services
provided or purchased under this Contract. The CONTRACTOR shall be expected to provide, at the
CONTRACTOR'S expense, reasonable time by the CONTRACTOR'S personnel as may be required for the
COUNTY’S inspectors or auditors to perform the inspection or audit.

Any information provided to the COUNTY'S inspectors or auditors which is deemed confidential by federal, state or
local laws shall be held as confidential and not disclosed to the public unless legally required otherwise.

18. NON-DISCLOSURE: For the purposes of this Contract, the parties agree to the following definitions.

Discloser: The term “Discloser” shall refer to the party or parties in a position to disclose to the other certain Sensitive
and/or Confidential Information which is or must remain the property of the disclosing party.

Recipient: The term “Recipient” shall refer to the party or parties in a position to receive certain Sensitive and/or
Confidential Information from the disclosing party that is not to be disclosed or used in violation hereof.

Sensitive and/or Confidential Information: The term “Confidential Information” as used herein means: (1) any Trade
Secret of Discloser as defined in the Uniform Trade Secrets Act, Sec. 134.90, Wis. Stats. or any other applicable state

information about products, sales information, formulae, recipes, manufacturing techniques, processes, design of
software or hardware, applications or systems, used or developed by Discloser, source codes, other information
relating to computer programming, and any information used for the conduct of Discloser’s business including, but not
limited to, plans, programs, marketing, advertising, sales strategies, policies, costs, pricing, and other financial
information.

. Message from Director

This past year of 2013 was another year of change for the Brown County Port & Solid Waste
Department. The Department reorganized and assumed a new identify as the Brown County
Port & Resource Recovery Department. The name change better reflects the actual business
activities of the Department. The reorganized Department is designed to better pursue growth
opportunities and will allow both employee development and increased strategic business
development while providing cross training and improved teamwork.

Fourteen Port businesses span over three miles of the Fox River. These businesses moved
2,245,343 metric tons during 2013, representing a 17% increase from 2012 numbers. The
season started off positive and continued strong. The shipping season closed prematurely due
to thickening ice conditions on December 16, the earliest closure in ten years.

Maijor positive contributors to the 2013 season included increases in domestic imports of U.S.
salt (35%), coal (21%) and limestone (21%). In 2012, limestone surpassed coal as the largest
commodity moved and this was true in 2013 as well, even with the significant increase in coal
shipments. Foreign imports of petroleum products (150%) and salt (84%) were also positive
contributors to the 2013 season. Petroleum products continue to be an area of growth each
and every year thanks to U.S. Venture. This new market has contributed to diversifying port
cargo and meeting the goals of the Harbor Commission’s 2010 Strategic Plan. Noble Petro
received a $4.6M grant to improve their infrastructure in 2014 in order to capitalize on the
market of moving petroleum products in and out. The major negative contributors to the 2013
season include reduced road construction (although it is hard to recognized it in the immediate
Green Bay area) resulting in 42% less liquid asphalt and 11% less cement last year.

The Port also saw a resulting increase of 8% in the number of vessels that came through the
port. There were 183 vessels in port in 2013, compared to 170 in 2012.

The Port closed December 16, 2013, but work is already underway for the 2014 season. Early
forecasts show that commodities like limestone, cement and petroleum products are expected
to increase in 2014. The Great Lakes are experiencing ice conditions not seen for 20-30 years.
The U.S. Coast Guard is working hard to keep commerce moving and will likely be breaking
significant ice this spring to open ports like the Port of Green Bay.

The Port of Green Bay is the western-most port of Lake Michigan offering the shortest, most
direct route for shipments between the Midwest and the rest of the world. The Port provides
modern, state-of-the-art facilities, which have the ability to facilitate economical cargo handling
and safe navigation. Nationally-known trucking lines provide overnight delivery within a 400-
mile radius. Major railroads and highway infrastructure also connect the Port with America’s
heartland.

The Port of Green Bay is a fundamental part of our local economy, our history and our lives. It
plays an important role in the transportation of goods and commodities that are critical to the
economic health of the region. The Port of Green Bay receives and/or sends commodities as
far south as Sheboygan, Wisconsin, west to Wausau, Wisconsin, and north into the Upper
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Peninsula of Michigan. Waterborne transportation provides an efficient and environmentally-
friendly mode of transportation.

Commodities include coal, limestone, cement, salt, pig iron, fuel oil, forest products, liquid
asphalt and many other essential commodities valued at over $300 million. Eight terminal
operators located on the Fox River are capable of handling dry bulk commodities such as coal,
cement, limestone, salt, and others. Four terminal operators are capable of handling bulk
liquids including tallow, petroleum products, chemicals and liquid asphalt. Two general cargo
docks are capable of handling machinery, bagged agricultural commodities, wood pulp and
forest products. The Port of Green Bay supports over 832 jobs resulting in $27 million in
personal income, and has an annual economic impact on the Green Bay area of around
$88 million. The 14 port businesses pay over $5 million in local and state taxes.

The Port of Green Bay plays a vital role in providing Northeast Wisconsin with a natural
competitive advantage for businesses to locate and prosper while paying good wages for
families to live and thrive in our communities.

Based on the 2013 results, | am looking forward to 2014 as the shipping industry continues to be
the most cost-effective method of transportation for commodities. The Port generates employment
opportunities for the region and brings money into our communities. The Port is a vital component
of our area economy and an economic engine not found in many communities. We want to
capitalize on that and expand the Port with the Noble Petro facility and extend the Port’s reach to
new markets in Northeast Wisconsin in 2014.

Il. Overview: Management

The Port is operated by the Brown County Port & Resource Recovery Department. The Port’s
mission is to promote harbor improvements and waterborne transportation resulting in
economic development and employment using the safe, efficient and cost-effective waterways
as transportation corridors while taking into consideration the recreational opportunities the
waterfront provides.

The nine members of the Harbor Commission are appointed by the Brown County Executive
and serve as an oversight committee of the Brown County Board. The Harbor Commission’s
role is to develop public policy for the Port. The Harbor Commission directs the commercial
aspects of the harbor’s day-to-day operations.

The 2010 Port of Green Bay Strategic Plan continues to serve as a long range guiding
document that identified strategic issues to address, and established goals and objectives to
strive towards. Annually, an operating report is adopted to ensure the strategic plan goals and
objectives are being strived for. The following is the mission statement and vision for the Port
of Green Bay;

Mission Statement: “The Port of Green Bay exists to enhance the prosperity of the
people of Northeast Wisconsin by providing facilities and infrastructure able to
effectively and efficiently move commodities and goods across the nation”.

lll. Port and the Environment

Waterborne transportation is the most cost-effective mode of transportation when compared to
truck or rail. Per ton-mile, ships quietly move cargo farther and more efficiently than trucks or
trains. Most importantly, ships move cargo safer than trucks and trains.

Consider that a ship destined for the Port of Green Bay carrying 18,000 tons of coal from
Sandusky, Ohio on Lake Erie will burn over 7,000 gallons of fuel. However, if that same
amount of coal was delivered to Green Bay by rail, it would take almost 200 rail cars burning
36,000 gallons of fuel. If that same amount of coal was delivered to Green Bay by truck, an
additional 700 trucks burning over 110,000 gallons of fuel would be on our already congested
highways. Not only does waterborne shipping save fuel, but it also results in less pollution from
fuel emissions. Using the coal example above, moving the same amount of cargo by rail would
result in 11 tons of emissions or 16 tons of emissions by truck. Transporting this cargo by ship
would result in only one (1) ton of emissions. With nearly 200 ships entering the Port of Green
Bay annually, it is quite easy to see that moving cargo by ship is the “green” choice.

Waterborne transportation generates the least amount of air pollution, ground pollution and
water pollution. Waterborne transportation offers lower fuel consumption, fewer accidents, less
noise and reduces congestion on our highways. For these reasons, the Port of Green Bay has
a bright future not only economically, but environmentally, benefiting everyone.

IV. Economic Impact

The Port of Green Bay is a critical link in Wisconsin’s transportation system and serves as a
multi-modal distribution center connecting waterborne vessels with an extensive network of
highways and railroads. The Port of Green Bay provides Northeast Wisconsin manufacturers a
cost-effective way to receive raw materials from suppliers and to ship high-valued finished
goods to customers.

The Port of Green Bay had an economic impact of more than $83 million in 2010, supporting
823 local jobs. A 2010 report on the economic impact of the Port found that port activities
produced an estimated $26 million in income, $802,000 in state taxes, $890,000 in local taxes
and provided an estimated $40 million in gross state product. The shipping industry continues
to be the most cost-effective method of transportation for commodities, generating employment
opportunities for the region and bringing money into our communities.

The economy has been a challenge for all types of businesses and the port is no exception.
The good news is the economy is recovering and the Port serves as a leading indicator of
economic activity. The Port is a vital component of our area economy and the 2014 shipping
season looks bright. In addition, our strategic plan outlines new ideas and ways we can
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expand our reach beyond our existing markets to increase business in Northeast Wisconsin.

V. 2013 Accomplishments
The following list represents some of the Port's major accomplishments in 2013.

e Department Reorganization
The Department reorganized and assumed a new identify as the Brown County Port &
Resource Recovery Department. The name change better reflects the actual business
activities. The reorganized Department is designed for anticipated growth and will allow
both employee development and increased strategic business development all the while
providing cross training and improved teamwork.

e  Cat Island Restoration Project

The Port continued to advance this project. During 2012, the Port used a $1.5 million grant
from the US Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA) Great Lakes Restoration Initiative
(GLRI) to construct the first nearly 4,000 feet of access road and wave barrier. During
2013, the Brown County/U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (Corps) portion of the $17M wave
barrier was constructed. Though the original project cost estimate was $34M, as a result of
the project’s low cost, an off-loading facility was designed and built in 2013. Brown County
will provide 35% of project costs.

The islands will then be filled by the Corps using clean dredge material from the
maintenance of the Green Bay Harbor over the next 20 to 30 years. Overall, the project is
under budget and being completed more quickly than originally estimated.

e Renard Island
The Port advanced Renard Island closure activities over the winter months of 2013 by
agreeing to forego Bay Port tipping fees in exchange for the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers
emptying dry dredged material from Cell 5 and placing it on Renard Island. The work
resulted in the excavation and hauling of 125,000 cy of dredged material and placement on
Renard Island as part of the closure activities with no fiscal impact to the Bay Port Facility.

In addition, the Port requested and received Corps approval for any un-used Cat Island
project funds to be redirected to advance and complete the Renard Island closure
requirements. The Port received an extension of a DNR imposed June 2013 closure date
until 2015.

e 1445 Byisby Avenue
The Port received all necessary permits and approvals to improve this Port-owned
property. The property was substantially filled using old concrete from a runway
improvement project at Austin Straubel Airport. A stormwater management plan was
designed and constructed. The site is prepped for a future port development project.

e Beneficial Reuse
The Port continues to invest in beneficial reuse of dredged material. Brown County
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received WDNR approval for beneficial reuse of dredged material with a variety of
protocols to meet in different applications. The Port continued (although unsuccessfully) its
efforts to incorporate dredged material into the Highway 41 reconstruction project. During
2013, direct outreach and education was done with the W1 Department of Transportation
and all their potential contractors. Staff presented at a national conference for the Wi
Department of Transportation Engineers on our beneficial reuse efforts. A UW-Green Bay
graduate student interning with the Port is working on a Master's degree thesis on
developing a business case for advancing beneficial reuse of dredged material. The thesis
will be completed in spring 2014.

Advance Port/Rail Intermodal Ramp

The Port advanced the 2013 Port/Rail Intermodal Economic Development white paper
recommendations including meetings with Canadian National, Shopko and Schneider
National.

WPCA Visioning Document

The Port spent 2013 voluntarily coordinating with funding agencies to lead the Wisconsin
Commercial Ports Association in a collaborative and partnership effort supported by the
Wisconsin Economic Development Corporation (WEDC), WDOA-Coastal Management
Program (WCMP), WI Department of Transportation (WisDOT), Center for Freight &
Infrastructure Research & Education (CFIRE), Great Lakes Maritime Research Institute
(GLMRI) and all of Wisconsin Commercial Ports. Each entity is contributing financially or
in-kind to create a visioning document to ensure the Ports of Wisconsin meet our
transportation needs for the next 20 years.

Public Relations Plan

The Port solicited a Request for Proposal (RFP) and retained a Public Relations firm to
advance the public awareness campaign to keep the community, opinion leaders and
elected officials informed and engaged in the Port.

Port Economic Opportunity Study

Brown County Planning and Land Services staff, on behalf of the Port, and funded by a
Wisconsin Coastal Management Program grant, completed a Port of Green Bay Economic
Opportunity Study. This study updates the 2005 Port Opportunities Study. The study
identifies properties within the four port-related and/or industrial use opportunity areas that
if redeveloped for port-related uses would maximize the return on investment for the Port
of Green Bay in terms of compatible land uses, projected employment, tax revenues and
overall contribution to the economy.

VI. 2014 Goals

Cat Island Restoration Project
Brown County and the Corps will complete construction of this project with the Corps
completing the dredging of the off-loading facility and Brown County reconstructing
Lineville Road. The County will continue to work with WisDOT to look for ways to use the
awarded HAP grant to fully meet its cost share obligations with a focus on the Corps 10%

cash match requirement over 30-years. A Cat Island Operations and Maintenance Plan will
be created in partnership between the Port, Corps and the Cat Island Advisory Committee.
Work will continue with UWGB faculty and graduate students on establishing baseline
conditions as a basis for future environmental and economic performance.

Renard Island

The Port requested and received Corps approval for any un-used Cat Island project funds
to be redirected to advance and potentially complete the Renard Island closure
requirements. The Corps has estimated the remaining costs at $3M to move the DNR
approved 172,000 cy of final cover material from Cell 7 at Bay Port. This work will be
completed over the winter of 2014.

The Port will pursue re-permitting the Corps temporary Renard Island causeway as a
permanent structure allowing access to the island for future public use. The WDNR and
Corps have indicated significant causeway maodification and mitigation costs are
necessary. The Port will work with the regulating agencies and elected officials to ensure
the 54 acres of waterfront property can be accessible and available for recreational
opportunities.

1445 Bylsby Avenue
The Port will pursue interested parties to lease the property for port-related purposes.

WPCA Visioning Document

The Port will lead the Wisconsin Commercial Ports Association in a collaborative and
partnership effort with the Wisconsin Economic Development Corporation (WEDC),
Wisconsin Coastal Management Program (WCMP), W1 Department of Transportation
(WisDOT), Center for Freight & Infrastructure Research & Education (CFIRE), Great Lakes
Maritime Research Institute (GLMRI) and all of the Wisconsin Commercial Ports to create
the visioning document necessary to ensure the Ports of Wisconsin meet our
transportation needs for the next 20 years.

Beneficial Reuse

The Port will continue marketing, outreach and educational efforts in pursuit of beneficial
reuse of dredged materials. The UW-Green Bay graduate student master's degree thesis
on developing a business case for advancing beneficial reuse of dredged material will be
completed in May 2014.

The Port will research the development of market opportunities for the transport of
aluminum. The Port will determine if any smelters of aluminum exist in Wisconsin and then
identify users of aluminum, like Mercury Marine, Ace Marine, Polaris Industries and others.
Based on the research, the Port of Green Bay may become a destination for aluminum
ingots destined for Wisconsin manufacturers.

Assist Noble Petro in utilizing the $4.6M HAP grant to reconstruct the mooring facility into
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a more permanent dockwall facility using steel sheet pile. The project will also involve
installing a vapor combustor unit for the loading and unloading of petroleum products.

The Port will disseminate the Port of Green Bay Economic Opportunity Study to key
stakeholders in the port industry, economic development and elected officials. In addition,
the Port will utilize the study to economically develop the port whether by mail, in-person,
at trade shows or otherwise.

Management Discussion and Analysis of Operations

Summary of the Operations for Public Works
Due to the continued heavy 2013/2014 winter season the Public Works Department is performing

better than anticipated with positive variances in most areas.

HiGHwaY

General: The highway department is showing a net positive year-to-date variance of $476,363 between
the 660 & 240 Funds.

660 Fund:
For the month of January 2014 the 660 Fund is showing a positive year-to-date variance of $830,399.

For January 2014, “Intergovernmental Revenues” has a positive variance of $684,827. This positive
variance is primarily attributed to the continued heavy 2013/2014 winter season. We have already
invoiced 35% of the State winter maintenance budget for the year.

“Miscellaneous Revenue” has a positive variance for the month of January of $129,849 which is
primarily due to county winter maintenance activities and inter-departmental revenues. The Apply
Chloride activity is already at 56% of the 2014 budget and the Blading & Plowing is already at 69% of
the 2014 budget.

The increase in the above “Miscellaneous Revenue” is offset by a corresponding increase in
Personnel Costs.

240 Fund:
For the month of January the 240 Fund had a negative variance of $354,036 when comparing budget

to actual for the month. This is primarily due to the winter maintenance activities. Total county
maintenance budget spent to date is 23.18%, of which most is from Applying Chloride (56%) and
Blading & Plowing (68.99%). If the winter season continues to be as active as it has been, or goes
long as it did in 2012/2013 season, Public Works-Highway may run over budget in the county
maintenance activities. For now, the remaining budget appears to be adequate.

The funding received from the State of WI for the county maintenance will be coming in higher than
anticipated by $185,590. The first payment (25%) of this was received in January which is why we
have a positive variance of $46K in Intergovernmental Revenue in the 240 Fund. This should help
offset potential overage due to winter maintenance activities should the 2013/2014 winter season
continue to be heavy or go long.

400s-Capital Projects:
For the Highway’s Capital Project Funds we are anticipating a fund increase of $717,210, which is
primarily attributable to the savings from the projects completed in 2013. Public Works intends to
apply $704K of the savings to future projects to lesson future levy and bonding requirements.

Below are certain significant items | wish to report on for the Public Works Department
as of 1/31/2014:

SALT USAGE / INVENTORY.

On February 12, the DOT issued a memo to the County Highway Commissioners
with some guidelines concerning salt use on State highways due to salt shortage in
the state.

On the 24-hour coverage roads, there will be no change to the way we use salt.
For the 18-hour coverage roads we are encouraged to use only 200 Ibs/lane mile
during snow events and 300lbs during freezing rain. Sand/Salt mixes may be used
as necessary on these routes. Morton Salt has limited daily shipments of salt from
the dock to 500 tons/day; Brown County continues to receive 2-3 shipments of salt
per week from Morton Salt for both state and county inventory. In the past week,
we have received over 600 tons of salt for the state and 1,600 ton for the county.

Current state inventory is approximately 2,400 tons (20% total capacity) and
county inventory 1,800 tons (25% total capacity). Open orders for county salt total
2,300 tons with another 1,900 ton remaining in vendor reserve. In a phone
conversation with Morton Salt in early February they stated they would resume
filling new salt orders on March 1,
