TITLE: RESOLUTION REGARDING TABLE OF ORGANIZATION CHANGE FOR THE HEALTH AND 
HUMAN SERVICES DEPARTMENT - COMMUNITY SERVICES DIVISION - SHELTER CARE 
SUPERVISOR 

ISSUE/BACKGROUND INFORMATION: 

In 2025, the Department eliminated a ShelterCare Supervisor position and established a ShelterCare 
Superintendent role. Following the recent resignation of the Superintendent, the department reviewed 
operational needs and determined that reinstating the Supervisor position would better support the 
program's structure and service delivery. 

Under this proposed model, two ShelterCare Supervisors would report to the newly created second 
Children, Youth, and Families Manager position. Returning to a two-supervisor structure will strengthen 
the reporting framework, enhance supervisory coverage, and allow for a more balanced distribution of 
workload and responsibilities.

Delete Superintendent position at Shelter Care and add a Sheltercare Supervisor position.
